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Crucial social-economic and political changes have diminished moral and democratic competence in Armenia. It is also widely known that the level of moral competence is connected with religious beliefs, cultural differences and the system of education. Yet reliable and representative data concerning pedagogical university students are missing in Armenia. High levels of moral competence are very important for educators/teachers everywhere as they are the ones who in fact model and develop competences among future generations. Moral and democratic degradation of new generations is caused by low levels of moral competence among students of universities providing pedagogical education in Armenia. Therefore it is important to find out the real causes of the low level of moral competence among students.

Latest research on moral and pedagogical competence of Armenian State Pe​dagogical University students had shown low level of those competences.

The method of essay writing to reveal the essence of notions about morality was conducted recently in the framework of the research program “Development of moral and psychological competence of psychological staff’’. The essay topic entitled “Whom do we identify as a moral person’’ had been written by second, third and fourth year students of pedagogy and psychology and social pedagogy. Analysis of the essays revealed that approximately 85 percent were not able to clearly point out moral values, moral behavior, traits to correspond to “a moral person’’. 

In Armenia in some fields of study such as social pedagogy, psychology, sociology, military pedagogy and psychology, are more efficient in promoting moral competencies. It is highly recommended to conduct systematic studies in these fields in order to transfer their skills in developing competences to the field of education. So development of moral and democratic competence are the main problems to address while developing curricula for the pedagogical universities.
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
