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	ABSTRACT

Introduction: This research is part of a program of scientific initiation for undergraduate students. Its theme is the influence of learning environment in the building of moral and ethics concepts. Learning environment includes syllabus, semi-syllabus, extra-syllabus activities and guided reflection opportunities. Besides, we should consider non-syllabus activities that can promote role-taking opportunities. A rich learning environment and a good quality of education should promote students’ awareness that it is expected of them reflection and respect to values which take human being as an end in itself. The objective of this research was to verify students’ concepts of moral and ethics in the psychologists’ practice from the beginning to the end of the course. Methodology: It was elaborated a questionnaire about concepts of moral and ethics and it was used Origin _u from Georg Lind validated to Portuguese language by Schillinger (2006). The sample was psychology students from the first and last year of a university in Brazil. This university was chosen by convenience of access and because it has unities in different areas of São Paulo. Results: Both, role taking opportunities and guided reflection presented scores very low from the first to the last year. However, when compared separately the various kinds of activities, it is evident that syllabus opportunities are high, but semi, extra and non syllabus are almost none. About concepts of moral and ethics, there is a strong emphasis in the clinical approach. As a result, students give in almost all the cases, examples of ethical behavior considering only the relationship between psychologist and patients and secrecy. Conclusion: Other studies have already shown that learning environment is important to development of moral competence. This study proposes that it is important to reflect about the relation between learning environment and building of moral and ethics concepts.
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
